Two new items of interest from the Board: 
 
First, the RFPs (Request for Proposal) went out this month for the new 
main gate installation and repair of the side gate.

Police Update 

Grand Prairie is the #11 safest city in TX with a population over 100,000. 

There has been a 23% reduction in crime over the last year. Most crimes in our area are car burglaries 

or domestic issues.  

It was suggested that we stay aware at the outlet stores by keeping the car locked and keeping personal 

property out of sight. 

There is a vacation watch program. Fill out a form on the gp website and the police will watch your 

house.

Frontage roads are being added to I 20 and I 30. There is a turn lane being added to the east bound 

frontage road on Lakeridge Parkway at I 20. 

There are plans to widen parts of Camp Wisdom Rd, and the 90 degree turn on Lynn Creek Parkway is 

going to be smoothed out.
